PLACEMENT STATEMENT AND AGREEMENT
 
Dear NEW OWNER:
 
            The Shelby County Animal Shelter takes the adoption of a dog/cat very seriously.  Adopting a pet 
is a commitment for the pet’s lifetime.  This pet will depend on you for its food, water, shelter, medical 
attention and companionship.
 
            The dogs/cats available for adoption from the Shelby County Animal Shelter are what we term 
“random source” animals, meaning we accept unwanted dogs/cats from anyone in Shelby County.  It is 
important to be aware that although we have checked the dog/cat for symptoms of disease and behavior problems, we cannot be certain that they are free of such problems.  They could be incubating a disease 
or an inherited problem could manifest itself at a later time.  Hidden behavior problems are also a possibility.  These factors should be considered when adopting a shelter animal. 

Placement Agreement
 
I realize that owning a companion animal has legal, moral and financial responsibilities, and I am willing
            to accept these responsibilities.                      
I am aware that my dog/cat must be restrained at all times and must be licensed yearly.  
I agree to comply with all sections of the Shelby County Animal Ordinance (or your County/State
            Ordinance) and that I will not allow the dog/cat to become a nuisance to the community by barking
            (dog), running at-large, breeding, trespassing, or causing property damage.
I agree to treat the animal in a humane manner, providing it with clean water, wholesome food, proper and 
            clean shelter, and veterinary care.
If the animal is not yet sterilized, it must be surgically sterilized according to the time frame allowed on the
            voucher.
I understand that it is a violation of this agreement to transfer this dog/cat to any other party.
I further agree that the animal may be confiscated and legal action taken.
I relieve Shelby County Animal Shelter of any responsibility for the health of, or damages caused by this 
            animal in the future.
